iPad Use in Young Children

Researchers at Oxford University have revealed that a third of pre-school children in the UK have their own iPad or tablet that they use for an average of one hour every weekday, often on their own without an adult present. Published last year, the study found that in households that have these devices, 31% of children aged five and under have their own tablet and this worrying trend is growing. In fact, iPad ownership is so widespread that a quarter of those under three now have a tablet of their own. This may seem surprising. But when parents trade in their tablet for a shiny new device, many hand down their older model to their children. Budget models are also popular gifts, as parents do not have to worry so much about breakages.

A group of British psychologists are now proposing digital literacy programmes for families where teachers in primary schools will be trained to help parents support their children’s use of tablets. Primary school children are most likely to have access to an iPad from 4 – 6pm during the week, but use is more evenly spread at the weekend when children play on their tablets for an extra four minutes each day on average. What concerns psychologists is not so much the frequency of iPad use, but that pre-schoolers are often left unattended when playing on their devices. This should be discouraged. However, they acknowledge that most pre-schoolers play on the tablet with an older brother or sister.

The apps that children use are also significant. Researcher Jack Marsh said, “Young children are naturally hungry for stimulation. Our study showed that although apps can help children to learn and remember shapes and colours, they seldom offer much opportunity for creative play. Many children have access to apps that adults have downloaded for their own use. Parents should choose age-appropriate apps and find time to play with their children while they are on their tablets. While there are benefits to children becoming independent users, it’s essential that parents are able to share the experience of interacting with apps.”

A recent online guide to kindergartens and nursery schools warns that children are increasingly exposed to a huge amount of technology at an early age, whether at home or in school. Undeniably, some apps are extremely imaginative and have educational benefits, but technology is displacing traditional methods of learning and play activities. Children as young as three appear to be quite skilful with their devices. They can swipe the screen, drag items, open and exit apps and operate commands. But this cannot replace running around in the garden and we seem to be raising a generation of couch potatoes.

iPad use among the youngest members of society is not something we should just accept as a natural consequence of technological development. Tablets are tools that we need to learn to use to our best advantage. It is perhaps time to switch off the 'electronic babysitter' and go for a walk instead!

Food Shortages

Most people would not consider food shortages as the biggest risk to civilisation in the 21st century. Consumers in the West continue to have access to a wide variety of food products. For this reason, many governments are happily ignoring the issue and the problem is rarely covered in the media. However, a one-third reduction in global wheat reserves and a doubling in Western food prices over the past decade clearly show a worrying trend. Worse still, the situation is not predicted to improve.

Developing countries are competing for increasingly scarce resources. Competition is particularly fierce for water and land, which are essential for farming and crop production. The problem of land-grabbing has made the situation even worse. Since 2001, an area the size of Western Europe has been ‘land-grabbed’. Land traditionally belonging to local families has been taken away, often by force. As a result, many farmers have lost their livelihood and have sunk into poverty. Meanwhile, in developed countries, big businesses and greedy financial investors profit from the resulting instability in the food market.

Despite improvements in technology making farming processes and transportation cheaper, the answer to the food scarcity issue is unlikely to be found any time soon. In the 1950s and 1960s, the invention of new insecticides saw an increase in global food productivity. This was thanks to the combined efforts of well -funded researchers and experts. In contrast, over the last three decades, investment in agricultural research has slowed. The reasons for this have not been financial, but are mostly due to public opinion. New techniques, such as the use of genetically modified crops, are often viewed with suspicion, and experts are finding it hard to convince the public of their safety.

Climate change is an additional problem. Frequent floods and droughts destabilise global and local food production. Many scientists now foresee a reduction of up to 50% in food production by 2100 unless we can adapt farming systems to such highly unstable weather conditions. Food is the one thing no society can do without, but if we are unable to deal with these changes we are surely heading for a disastrously hungry future.

We are already experiencing unheard-of levels of economic, political and social instability. The world is moving from an era of food abundance and availability to one of scarcity and shortages. One nightmarish report on food security sends a chill down the spine. It details an increasing demand for food as populations and urban centres grow on a global scale. At the same time, we have insufficient farmland, energy, fertiliser and fish. A billion people already go short of water, which in the future is likely to become more precious than oil and gas. The report warns, “How governments respond to emerging food security challenges at home has consequences for the peace and stability of communities and states in other parts of the world”.

There is, however, one glint of hope. Enrolments in agricultural science courses have suddenly surged after decades of decline. Through the global network of the internet, young people are awake to the crisis in a way most politicians, bureaucrats, and citizens are not. They have seen the future and are getting ready to do something about it. The big question is whether they will be in time.
