Social Media

In 1971, the first ever email was delivered. Several decades on, we now have social media which has taken the world by storm. In essence, social media defines an array of internet sites that enable people from all corners of the world to interact. This can be through discussion, photos, video and audio. Social networking sites, such as Facebook and Twitter, are now utilised worldwide. The latest statistics show that around 50% of online adults use multiple social networking sites. Perhaps, not surprisingly, the majority of social media users are under the age of 30, although the number of older users is on the rise.

Initially, one attraction for connecting to the internet was, and still is, the ability to better connect with the environment around us. For example, the internet allows us to send emails as an alternative to the time-consuming process of sending letters via the post. Social media has built on this premise. Some users like to browse other people’s status updates, comments and photos, while others log onto the sites in order to vent their emotions. But according to recent research, one of the real motives for browsing social media is for self-distraction and boredom relief.

This may sound innocent enough but for those who post personal updates, the continual supportive comments and 'likes' they subsequently receive means it becomes hard for a person who has developed this habit to simply stop. This behaviour can lead to social media addiction. One particular research study found that individuals who gain positive feedback about themselves show stronger activity in a region of the brain associated with ‘reward’ processing. This stronger activity correlates with greater social media use. It can be surmised then, that many users who are addicted to social media use it as a way of gaining attention and boosting their self-esteem.

In another survey, participants said social media sites had changed their emotional state. They reported feeling less confident when they compared their achievements with those of their friends. This is unsurprising as many users often present idealised versions of their lives, leading others to feel socially inadequate. Furthermore, many survey respondents have also reported difficulty relaxing and sleeping after they have used social media.

Nevertheless, these types of site are still growing in popularity and many scientists believe this could be due to the fact that their use may actually spread well-being. It is thought that ‘happy’ status updates encourage other users to post similarly positive status updates themselves. Indeed, by sharing experiences, whether positive or negative on social networking sites, people empathise with each other leading to increased confidence and improved social interactivity. Social media can also be helpful in maintaining relationships for those with disabilities, elderly individuals and any people with physical conditions that limit mobility, removing feelings of isolation and providing a means of finding support that previously was not accessible prior to the advent of the internet.

Graphology

The earliest analysis of an individual’s character based on their handwriting dates back to 500 BC. However, it is believed that the Italians in the early 17 th century were the founders of modern graphology (the study of handwriting to reveal personality). In 1983, the British Institute of Graphologists was established and the first edition of The Graphologist magazine was produced later in the same year. The subject is currently not only taught, but also used as a professional tool in many countries worldwide.

School pupils are usually all instructed to write in the same way but individuals gradually alter their writing in accordance with their own preferences so everyone's handwriting eventually looks different. Graphology, therefore, is based on the principle that every individual's handwriting has a form of its own and this, according to graphologists, is due to the uniqueness of the writer's personality. So, it is the writer's deviations from what they learnt as children that allegedly allows graphologists to assess the character and behaviour of the writer. Graphologists claim that they see before them, in black and white, the pattern, in symbolic form, of a writer's whole psychological profile. Psychotherapists, on the other hand, must formulate their own opinions of a person’s character solely on the basis of what that individual tells them.

According to graphologists, how writing is crafted can indicate more than 5,000 different personality traits. Handwriting analysis considers numerous aspects such as: direction, spacing, pressure, letter formation and size, to name but a few. For example, in terms of direction, if the handwriting is generally upright, this indicates independence, whereas a left slant tendency shows emotion and reserve. Another feature is the pressure of the handwriting: heavy pressure indicates commitment and taking things seriously, but excessively heavy pressure supposedly shows that the writer can get very uptight. Conversely, light pressure shows empathy and uneven pressure shows a lack of vitality.

One aspect of writing formation which many amateur graphologists are interested in is the actual style of lettering. Special names are given to the different writing styles. For example, ‘Arcade’ means the writing is humped and rounded at the top like an arch and apparently indicates mixed personality traits. ‘Arcade’ writers are creative but also cautious and take a long time to make up their minds. They are dignified and rather formal and although they are people-orientated, they hide their feelings in order to protect themselves from emotional damage. ‘Garland’ style is like an inverted arch and is a people-orientated script. ‘Angled-style’ lettering has sharp points, and is said to show a probing nature. ‘Thread’ handwriting is like unravelled wool, and is interpreted as indicating a talent at drawing together strands of information and then deducing something useful. ‘Wavyline’ handwriting is an amalgam of most of the other forms and is written by people who are mature and skilful, seemingly showing that they can call on a variety of responses to suit the occasion.

Graphology has been used for personality assessment in any area of human activity where people interact. Remarkably, at one time, it was particularly popular in employment recruitment, where it aided the selection process of the best candidates for a specific role. It has also been utilised to highlight staff weaknesses and, consequently, areas for training. Other professionals who turn to graphology to assist
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them in their work are career guidance advisors, genealogists, biographers and even more inconceivably, forensic analysts, who are aided by graphology in assessing criminal investigations.
